
ORDINANCE NO. 1340 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CHARTER 
OF THE CITY OF WILLMAR 

 
 

The Willmar City Council does ordain as follows: 

 
Section 1.  Appointive offices of the Council. The Charter is amended by amending 
Section 2.08 as follows: 

Section 2.08.  Appointive Offices of the Council. 
Subdivision 1. [City Administrator.] The City Council shall appoint an officer of the City 
who shall be called the City Administrator and shall approve the appointments of other 
Department Head positions that from time to time may be deemed appropriate.  Such 
person shall perform the duties required by the City Council and such duties, including 
the enforcement of the City charter, shall be enumerated in a city Ordinance.  

Subdivision 2. [City Attorney.] The City Council shall appoint a licensed attorney(s) who 
shall be an officer of the City and shall be called the City Attorney(s).  Alternately, the 
City Council may contract for legal services with a licensed individual or law firm.  Such 
attorney(s) shall perform the duties required of the City Council and such duties, 
including the enforcement of the City charter, shall be enumerated in a city Ordinance.    

Subdivision 2 3 . Votes required for appointments. All appointments, except City 
Department Heads, shall require the affirmative votes of at least five (5) members of the 
Council. The appointment of City Administrator shall require the affirmative votes of at 
least five (5) members of the Council. 

 

This Ordinance shall be effective 90 days after its adoption and second publication.
